Federation Pathways Scholarship 
The Federation Pathways Scholarship supports international 
students commencing university studies via a pathway 
course, such as Foundation Studies or a Higher Education 
Diploma.

Recipients of the scholarship will receive a 20% tuition fee 
scholarship off the annual tuition fee of the pathway course. 

Federation Excellence 
Scholarship

The University reserves the right to apply a pre-visa screening 
process for all international applications. International students 
must pass our pre-visa screening process before accepting 
their offer and making payment to obtain a Confirmation  
of Enrolment (CoE) letter. Students will need the CoE from  
the University to apply for a student visa. 

As per the Department of Home Affairs’ requirements  
for a student visa application, students must provide: 

•	 A detailed statement setting out their reasons for

Student visas 
All overseas students are required to have an International 
Student Visa (or relevant visa with study rights) issued by  
the Australian Government. 

Student visas are issued for full-time study on the 
understanding that the student completes their studies on 
campus, and has sufficient funds to cover tuition fees and 
living expenses while in Australia.
